Pandemic Flu Preparation  

In early July of this year, I was asked to be a part of a work group of individuals from Comal 

County to assess the threat from Swine Flu (H1N1 virus) to Comal County and what our 

Countyôs response to that threat would be.  This work group is comprised of representatives 

from many agencies in Comal County and from the City of New Braunfels.  

The Pastors and staff of FUMC, New Braunfels are committed to following the recommendations 

from this work group, the CDC, and from the Texas Department of Health and Human Services 

in order to help minimize the spread of this virus among those in our congregation and our 

community.  As your Wesley Nurse, I will be monitoring the situation daily and as new informa-

tion comes in, I will update the church website to let you know what is going on.  This new in-

formation will be discussed with the pastors, who will make recommended changes regarding 

church services and church gatherings.  

On Sunday, August 23 rd , I spoke to all three services and brought you some facts about the 

Swine flu and how to protect yourselves.  I will be staying on top of the situation, so please do 

not put your faith in rumors that may be circulating.  If you have any questions or concerns you 

would like to discuss, please feel free to contact me at 625 -4513 ext. 105. And, check the 

church website (www.firstumcnb.org) frequently for current information.  

We are all praying that our community and families will be spared from a 

flu epidemic.  In the meantime, please protect your family and home 

with the recommendations you received on August 23 rd .
