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I became a fan of Colt McCoy on January 7, the day the Longhorns lost the National Champion-

ship.  You might think thatôs because Iôm a bitter graduate of Texas A&M, 

longing to see a little less burnt orange, but this team had me rooting for 

them.  I think itôs because of their quarterback.  McCoy was injured in the 

first series of plays.  His injury sidelined him for the rest of the game, a 

game he admits heôd been longing to play for 4 years.  Without their star 

quarterback, the Longhorns were defeated.  

Itôs almost clich® how sports players thank God for a big win, an amazing 

play, or a trophy they receive.  Itôs fairly easy to give God credit when you 

are winning.  And it seems shallow because you never see them thanking 

God when they face defeat.  In fact, I had never seen one person lose and 

speak of God.  Until that night.  

In an interview after the game, a reporter asked McCoy what he was feel-

ing.  He tries to speak, but canôt, struggling for several seconds with 

strong emotions.  When he can finally answer, this is how he begins, ñI love this gameéItôs unfor-

tunate I didnôt get to play.  I would have given everything I had to be out there with my team.ò  

McCoy then congratulates Alabama, his replacement, and his team.  He finishes by saying this, ñI 

always give God the glory.  I never question why things happen the way they do.  God is in control 

of my life.  And I know that if nothing else, Iôm standing on the rock.ò 

Iôve heard that McCoyôs parents had a child-rearing philosophy that went like this: prepare the 

child for the path, not the path for the child .  Our paths do not always throw trophies, victories 

and success at us.  Sometimes we are sidelined despite our prayers.  Colt McCoy has said before 

that he believes in God, that his faith is foundational to who he is.  But after that game, I know itôs 

true.  Because he claimed to belong to God even in defeat.  

We waste our time if we try to plan out the path ahead.  Instead, prepare your heart, learn what it 

means to stand on the rock, and no matter what the path brings, like McCoy, you will be able to 

give God the glory.
