I love the United Methodist Church for its Connectional System.  This concept 
allows churches to link together so that exciting ministries can take place in 
Conference, the United States and International Ministries.  By ñconnectingò 
with other congregations we can challenge churches with far reaching minis-
tries that a single church could not even attempt to accomplish.  Itôs through 
the connectional system that missionaries are supported around the world; 
hospitals and universities are established and supported; disasters and 
health needs are addressed; and churches are served.  Itôs a great system 
that truly works for the mission and ministry of Jesus Christ throughout the 
world.  

One aspect of the ñconnectionò is the manner in which we move the clergy in our denomination.  
We ñappointò pastors to serve when transfers are necessary.  Each year there are retiring pas-
tors as well as new pastors finishing their education and new second career persons becoming 
lay -pastors.  In addition to these changes in pastors each year, there are pastors who request 
to be moved, as well as churches that request new pastors.  With the Holy Spirit guiding our 
Bishop and District Superintendents, pastors are sent to churches to accommodate these 
needed changes.  The whole system is predicated on the concept of a pastor for every church in 
our connectional system.  Rather than send an interim pastor for a short period of time, we find 
a suitable replacement pastor to serve. Thus, we ñappointò pastors to every church within the 
connectional system.  

This year, our church is celebrating the appointment of several clergy from our own church.  
Matt Pennington and Steve Peyton are now appointed to churches in the San Angelo District as 
they graduated from seminary this past year.  We additionally celebrate the transfer and ap-
pointment of Arlene Turner as she ñconnectsò with the Central Texas Conference.  Within our 
own church, we give thanks to God for the ministry of Laura Heikes who has been serving with 

us for the last three years.  Laura is now being transferred to Bee Creek 
UMC as the Sr. Pastor.  Taking Lauraôs position is Rev. Missy Jenson who is 
coming to us at this Annual Conference from Lake Travis UMC in Austin.   
Additionally, we celebrate the appointment of Rev. Carolyn McGuire, our 
former associate pastor and wife of Bill McGuire our choir director, from 
Stockdale UMC to Wesley UMC in Harlingen, Texas.  
Itôs through the connection that all these pastors 
transfer from church position to church position with 

grace and blessing.  

Iôm convinced that the appointive system within the 
ñconnectionò is truly from God and is witnessed by 
the many churches that are blessed in this process.  
Let us then give thanks for all the work that our 
Bishop and District Superintendents are accomplish-
ing with these clergy appointments that help to fulfill 

ministries in many different communities.  Look forward to a time of shar-
ing with Laura as she leaves, and Missy as she comes, as they begin 
these new appointments in ministry.
