But this one is different 

because this time, there is nothing to prevent 

me from reporting at my appointed time and  

becoming a part of the jury pool.  
 
As I looked at the summons, I realized what a 

heavy burden it carried ða crucial decision  

regarding someoneôs life could rest with me and 

eleven other equally ordinary (and yes, flawed) 

people.  Yet it also occurred to me that Iôve been 

in similar situations before in small ways ðbeing 

asked to judge the merit of a subordinateôs  

explanation of an effort, deciding between the 

conflicting stories of two equally earnest  

children, or weighing the truth in an advertiserôs 

claim.  Yes, Iôve had to make a lot of judgments.  

I wonder how Iôve measured up? 
 
The words of Jehoshaphat, one of the kings of 

Judah, are a good reminder to me.  As a king 

concerned with justice, Jehoshaphat appointed 

judges to help decide small legal matters across 

the nation.  At their appointment, he reminded 

the judges:  ñConsider carefully what you do, 

because you are not judging for man but for the 

LORD, who is with you whenever you give a  

verdict.  Now let the fear of the LORD be upon 

you.  Judge carefully, for with the LORD our God 

there is no injustice or partiality or bribery.ò 
 
What decisions are in your hands today?  What 

would God say about the way you are deciding?  

I pray that today you invite Him to be a part of 

your decision making and ask Him to help you to 

discern the best response or action, even in the 

most difficult circumstances.
